Dear Parents and Carers,
As we head into the festive season, I’m thrilled to share an overview of the engaging learning experiences planned for our students this term. Please look out for information about an exciting school trip. Here’s a look at what’s in store:
History
We will continue our historical journey by exploring the lives of influential figures who made a profound impact on the world. Through timelines, stories, and historical sources, students will learn about these individuals' contributions and analyse their significance using various historical perspectives.
Geography
In our "Let’s Explore the World" project, students will dive into the basics of atlases, maps, and cardinal compass points, study the characteristics of the four countries in the United Kingdom, and learn about global climate zones—hot, temperate, and cold. We’ll also compare England to Somalia and conduct fieldwork in our locality to answer key geographical questions.
Art and Design
Our "Exploring Colours" unit will introduce students to colour theory, focusing on the colour wheel and colour mixing. We’ll study primary and secondary colours, hues, and how artists use colour to enhance their work.
Design and Technology
In the "Remarkable Recipes" project, students will learn about food sources, food preparation tools, and basic cooking techniques. Each child will select and prepare a new school meal that meets specific design criteria.
Literature
We’ll use Little People, BIG DREAMS: Rosa Parks and other books from our reading challenge to support skills development in line with the Year 1 and 2 English curriculum.
Religious Education
In RE, we’ll explore the question, “What do many Christians do when they meet and why?” Students will learn about key elements of Christian worship, including music, sermons, and prayer, as well as other ways Christians serve their communities, like foodbanks. We’ll discuss how these practices impact Christians’ lives and connect to their beliefs.
Science
Our science topic this term is "Human Survival." We’ll discuss humans' basic survival needs, including the importance of exercise, nutrition, and hygiene. Students will also explore how human offspring grow and develop into adulthood.
Homework
Homework will be set every Thursday and is due back by the following Wednesday.
Reading
Daily reading is a cornerstone of your child’s learning. We recommend 15-20 minutes of reading each day, ideally as part of their night-time routine, to enhance language skills, writing, and punctuation.
Physical Education
PE will take place on Tuesdays and Fridays, focusing on Hockey and Fitness Circuits. Please ensure your child arrives in their PE kit on these days. Forest School will commence after Christmas.
Music
In Donaldson Class, we’ll be working on the song Ho Ho Ho, a festive piece, while exploring other music styles and reinforcing musical skills through games, singing, and instrument playing.
