Dear Parents and Carers,
I hope you are all well and that you had a lovely Easter break. It has been great to welcome the children back, and they have settled quickly, ready for a busy and exciting summer term in Rosen Class.
Topic – Blue Abyss
This term we are diving into our new topic, Blue Abyss. We will be locating the world’s oceans and seas and learning more about what lies beneath the surface, including the different layers of the ocean and the creatures that live there.
A highlight of the term will be our visit to Sea Life Birmingham, which will give the children a valuable hands-on experience and bring their learning to life. Back in the classroom, we will use this to support our learning across the curriculum.
Literacy and Class Book
In Literacy, we will be focusing on poetry linked to the sea. The children will explore the features of poems, develop their vocabulary and use personification to bring their writing to life before planning and writing their own pieces.
Our class book is The Unlikely Adventures of Mabel Jones by Will Mabbitt, which I am looking forward to sharing with the class. 
Spellings will continue to follow the Emile spelling scheme.
Science
In Science, we will be learning about plant nutrition and reproduction. The children will explore the functions of different parts of flowering plants and take part in practical investigations to support their understanding. As the term progresses, they will also learn about life cycles, pollination and seed dispersal.
R.E.
Our key question this term is: What is the Qur’an and why do many Muslims try to learn it by heart?
We will explore the importance of the Qur’an in Islam, how it is used and why it is treated with such respect.
Wider Curriculum
In PSHE, our unit is It’s My Body. The children will learn about looking after themselves, including healthy routines such as sleep, exercise and diet, in a sensitive and age-appropriate way.
In Computing, we will be learning about desktop publishing. The children will use text and images to create and improve their own documents.
In Art, our project is Beautiful Botanicals. The children will explore a range of techniques including weaving, printing and painting.
In Music, we will be learning a range of songs ready for a shared singing event later in the year.
In French, the children will learn the names of vegetables and begin to use simple phrases in conversation.
P.E.
P.E. will take place on Tuesdays, taught by Mr Andrews, and on Wednesdays. Children should come into school wearing their P.E. kit on these days.
Residential – Everdon
We are very much looking forward to our upcoming residential to Everdon. For many of the children, this will be their first experience of a residential at this age, which makes it even more special.
There will be a meeting for parents and carers in the coming weeks where we will share further information and answer any questions. Mrs Abberley and I will also be visiting the site beforehand so that we are in a strong position to provide reassurance and clear information.
Homework
Homework will continue to be set on Fridays and is due back the following Wednesday. Please also continue to encourage your child to read daily at home.
Snacks
Children may bring a healthy snack and a clearly labelled water bottle.
Belongings
Please ensure all items, particularly jumpers and coats, are named. Children are welcome to bring one small, pocket-sized toy for use at breaktime only. To avoid distractions, we ask that this is limited to one item. Footballs may be brought in on Tuesdays and Thursdays only.
