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                   Be kind, be curious, be you!

Dear Parents and Carers,
I hope you all had a lovely half-term break and enjoyed some quality time together. It has been wonderful to welcome the children back for our final half term of the academic year. Summer 2 is always a busy and memorable term, with exciting learning opportunities, Sports Day, preparations for our Key Stage 2 production and other end-of-year events helping to make it a special way to finish the year. I am looking forward to sharing these experiences with the children in Rosen Class and making the most of our final weeks together.
Topic – Heroes and Villains
This term our topic is Heroes and Villains, and I think it is one the children are really going to enjoy. We will be exploring what makes someone a hero, whether villains are always as bad as they seem and learning about inspirational people who have helped shape the world around us.
The children will learn about significant historical figures such as Rosa Parks, Martin Luther King Jr, Joan of Arc and Amy Johnson, discovering how their actions and achievements helped to shape the world around them. They will develop their research skills, compare heroes and heroines from different periods in history and create biographies based on their learning. As part of our creative work, the children will also design and make a clay bust inspired by a hero or heroine of their choice.
Literacy and Class Book
In English, we will be developing our biography writing skills, researching significant individuals and presenting information in a clear and engaging way. The children will continue to build their vocabulary, improve their sentence structure and develop their confidence as writers.
Our class book this term is The Hundred and One Dalmatians by Dodie Smith, which links perfectly to our theme of heroes and villains. I am looking forward to sharing this classic story with the class.
Spellings will continue to follow the Emile spelling scheme.
Science
In Science, we will be learning about light and shadows. The children will explore different sources of light, investigate reflective materials and discover how shadows are formed. They will also learn about staying safe in the sun and carry out practical investigations to observe how shadows change throughout the day.


R.E.
Our key question this term is:
Does it matter if a story is true or not?
Through our learning, the children will explore stories from religious and non-religious worldviews, considering deeper meanings, evidence and different perspectives. They will have opportunities to share their own thoughts and discuss how stories can teach important lessons and values.
Wider Curriculum
In PSHE, our unit is Be Yourself. The children will explore their strengths, recognise different emotions and learn strategies for expressing their thoughts and feelings respectfully. We will also discuss confidence, resilience and the importance of learning from mistakes.
In Computing, we will be learning about events and actions in programs. The children will enjoy creating and improving their own programs while developing their understanding of coding and problem-solving.
In Design and Technology, our project is Greenhouses. The children will learn about how greenhouses are designed and used before applying their knowledge to design and construct their own mini greenhouse.
In French, we will be learning vocabulary linked to classroom objects and practising speaking and writing simple sentences about what we have and do not have in our pencil cases and school bags.
In Music, we will be getting into full swing with rehearsals for our Key Stage 2 production, Olivia!. The children will be learning songs, developing their performance skills and working together to prepare for what promises to be a fantastic show.
Mathematics
Year 3 children will begin the term by continuing their work on fractions before moving on to money. Later in the term they will learn about shape and statistics.
Year 4 children will begin by learning about decimals before moving on to money and measurement. They will then continue their learning through shape and statistics.
Across all areas of mathematics, the children will continue to develop their fluency, reasoning and problem-solving skills.

Homework will continue to be set on Fridays and should be returned by the following Wednesday. Please continue to encourage your child to read regularly at home and practise their times tables.
